THE SOURCE: Asthe most reliable
source of antique lumber of all types, we
have stayed with ou original focus; the
redamation d old woodfrom barns and
other farm buildings. There ae till
many buildingsin dl apidated, unreeded
and urwanted condtion. Many of these
buil dings were built with larger
dimensional lumber and commonly
yield more useable wood. They also
provide amore interesting array of
woodsin awider variety of sizesand
condtions.

THE PROCESS The lumber most
frequently reades us via ickers’ -
individuals who scour the mounryside
seaching for derelict buildings.
Delivered o picked upin everything
from pick-up trucks to trador-trail ers,
the lumber rangesin dmension from
1% 4°to 122x12° and can be of any
concevable eatern damestic spedesin
a andtion from sublimeto ridiculous.
Itis gadked acoording to size and
variety (as best we can tell) awaiting
processng.

Metal detedion andremoval isthefirst

step in the process Thisislabor
intensive but crucial for the survival of
our macdhinery. After this gep, dd
beams are sawn into 1° thick boards and
together with dd baards are trimmed
and stadked into uniform sized bundes
with sticks between the layers, ready for
the kil n. After kiln drying, the boards
are un-stacked, metal deteded again, re-
stacked withou the sticks, and stored
indoas.

Brought into ou mill in 10-15,000
board foot quantiti es, the boards are
planed flat, laser straight-lined, trimmed
of end and edge waste (upto 5% islost
here). Then, it is mill ed into tongue and
groove flooring at slow spead ona high-
speal molding madiine. The finished
flooring is then stored in ou
temperature-controll ed warehouse, urtil
being courted ou into orders, wrapped

and shipped.

THE PRODUCT: We offer our
flooring in so many sizesand gradesin
order to preserve this diminishing
resource & well asgive our customers
as much choice & posshle.

Vintage Lumber — Company History

Established in 1973 ly Alex
Grabenstein, the Vintage Lumber
Company's objedive was to reuse old
wood oltained from dismantled derelict
barns and aher agricultural buildingsin
central Maryland. An urwitting pionee
in the regycling business Alex felt this
redaimed lumber would provide ahigh
quality and low cost resource of
building materials for new construction.
Originally intended for use structurally,
it was quickly discovered that this
historic material had apped that is more
widespread decoratively.

Many customers used the weahered
beams and karn siding asisfor the rustic
adubroom® look, bu soonthe interest
shifted to amore finished product. In
1978,a5000square foot planing mill
was built onthe farm where Alex grew
up. Ultimately cgpable of processng
5000 bard fed of lumber into tongue
and groove flooring and paneling per
week, this upgrade brought in more
sophisticaed clientele.

The businessgrew throughou the
1980s and with it anincreasein
production, maintenance, warehouse
fadliti es, and the establi shment of a
sawmill . The focus increasingly shifted
to the production d randam width plank
flooring, and the market becane
national in scope.

The flooring production mill was moved
toits present locaionin Woodsboro,
MD, in 1992.The 18,000square foot
buil ding houses all finished inventory, a
1600sqguare foot showroom and
administrative offices, aswell asthe

mill . During 1998,several work sheds
and a 30,000 bard foot cgpadty kiln
were built to speed the processng of
antique lumber.

In mid 1999,a new production line was

installed, quedrupling our cgpadty as
well as dramaticaly enhancing product
quality and wser friendliness Sincethe
new machinery now consumes the aea
once @ntaining our inventory, a new
12,000square foat heded warehouse
was built to acamommodate the rough
sawn lumber and mill ed flooring. The
Vintage Lumber Company now
encompasses over 60,000square fed of
inventory under oneroof and onland o
more than 11aaesin two locations.

Still owned and operated by Alex, with
an average anployeetenure of over 10
yeas, the Vintage Lumber Company's
